Day 1: Thursday, December 12, 2024 Overnight Flight Set out on
a grand holiday adventure through the winter wonderland of the
Imperial Cities of Central Europe — Prague, Vienna and Budapest.
Along the way, immerse yourself in festive Christmas markets, enjoy
traditional entertainment, sample local cuisine, and glimpse this
region’s rich history.

Day 2: Friday, December 13, 2024 Prague, Czech Republic - Tour
Begins Arrive in Prague, the "City of 100 Spires." Behold ancient
landmarks and medieval architecture. This evening, join your fellow
travelers for a welcome dinner at a local restaurant. (D)

Day 3: Saturday, December 14, 2024 Prague Feel the magic and
wonder of Prague dressed up for the holiday season. Your
introduction to this fairy-tale city begins with a panoramic tour.

The
remainder of your afternoon and evening is at leisure for you to take
in the best Prague has to offer independently — don’t miss the famous
Christmas market in Prague’s Old Town Square where brightly
decorated wooden huts are filled with the work of local artisans, and
traditional food and drink is prepared right in front of you. (B)

Day 4: Sunday, December 15, 2024 Prague - Dresden, Germany -

Learn
more about Vienna’s sweet confectionary history when you visit a
candy workshop where candies are still being made according to
traditional recipes dating back over 150 years. An afternoon at leisure
allows time to visit the Christkindlmarkt, perhaps the biggest and
most famous in the city, at the neo-gothic Rathaus City Hall. Tonight,
you may choose an option to hear Vienna’s past come alive and
experience a classical music performance featuring the works of
Mozart and Strauss. (B)

Imperial capital of the Habsburg Empire. Enjoy free time to have
lunch and explore some of the city’s 4,000-year-old history
independently - don’t miss the charming Christmas markets!

*Prague Synagogue is closed on Saturdays (due to Shabbat) and on Jewish holidays.

To complete your tour, we include roundtrip airport-to-hotel transfers when purchasing
our airfare with your tour. If you have arranged for your own air, we are pleased to
provide you the option of purchasing these transfers. Please note that all transfers will
leave at pre-scheduled times.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you're an on-the-go
traveler. You don’t want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for longer periods of
time (2-3 hours) isn’t a big deal. A moderately paced two-and-a-half-hour walking
tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven surfaces, is no problem for you.
Walking four miles over the course of a day is very doable, as is climbing into and out
of various modes of transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb
three flights of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet.
Expect some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free time to
recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for travelers who
require mobility assistance devices.

This tour features multiple long transfers exceeding 2 hours, in particular the transfer
to and from Dresden, Germany. The transfer from Prague to Vienna, Austria with
stops in between, can take up to 10 hours.

If you require any special assistance while on tour, please make us aware at time of
reservation so the necessary request form can be sent to your attention.

While visas are not required for USA, Australian, UK or Canadian citizens for a stay of
up to 90-days, we recommend you inquire with your Consulate for further information.
Visitors are required to show proof of travel medical insurance to travel to the Czech
Republic. The health insurance must cover medical services abroad with specific
coverages. Please visit https://travel.state.gov (the U.S. State Department) for the

latest details with regards to entry requirements. If you have purchased our Travel
Protection Plan, your coverage meets this requirement.

For air-inclusive reservations, the name provided at time of booking must match your
government-issued ID that will be used during travel.
